HOST LINE:  Technically, this line should be the name/s of 

the host/s of the wedding, usually the bride’s parents, but 

some couples prefer to have both sets of parents men-

tioned. Others issue the invitation themselves or add the 

words “together with their families” 

 

REQUEST LINE:  Where the actual “inviting” takes place.  

“request the honor/honour of your presence”, “request the 

pleasure of your company”, “invite you to share in their 

love and future together”, “invite you to celebrate their 

marriage” 

 

EVENT LINE:  What your guests are being invited to.  “at the 

marriage of their daughter”, “at the wedding reception for 

their daughter”, “at the marriage of their children”, “at their 

marriage/ wedding reception” 

 

BRIDE AND GROOM LINES:  If the invitation is issued by the 

bride’s parents, the bride is referred to by her first & middle 

names, with no title or last name.  If a couple is issuing, use 

Miss/Ms. and Mr. as well as their last names and the joining 

word “and”.  Initials & nicknames should not be used. 

 

DATE AND YEAR LINES:  The day of the week is capitalized & 

no numerals are used.  Using the word “on” prior to the day 

of the week is optional  Formal:  everything is written out.  

Casual: may use numerals for the year.   

 

TIME LINE:  Is also written out in full.  AM/PM is not necessary.  

You may include “in the morning/afternoon/evening”  Cas-

ual:  use numerals. 

 

LOCATION LINE:  spell out the entire name in full 

 

THE ADDRESS AND CITY, STATE LINE:  Actual street address is 

optional.  Everything is written in full and numerals under 

100 should be spelled out 

 

RECEPTION LINE: Formal:  should always have a separate 

reception card.  Casual:  “and afterwards at the recep-

tion”, “reception immediately following”, “reception to fol-

low”.  If reception is in another location state type of re-

ception and where on a separate line 

 

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  option to include on the lower 

left-hand corner “Black Tie”’ “Black Tie Optional”, “Kindly 

Respond”, “Regrets Only”
